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ISI ELECTED MEMBERSHIP

Membership Elections take place twice a year, in June (1st round) and December (2nd round), under the authority of the ISI Membership Elections Committee, whose recommendations are subject to the approval of the ISI Executive Committee.

A list of ISI members can be found on the ISI website. The ISI Permanent Office will contact the three sponsors to confirm their support of the candidate.

For a successful election please make sure that as much as possible information is provided about the candidate’s background. The Membership Elections Committee will assess the candidate based on the information provided.

The 1st round results will be announced in September of the same year; the 2nd round results will be announced in February of the following year.
