Cochran-Hansen Prize 2013: Competition for Young Survey Statisticians from Developing Countries 

In celebration of its 25th anniversary, the International Association of Survey Statisticians established the Cochran-Hansen Prize to be awarded every two years to the best paper on survey research methods submitted by a young statistician from a developing country. 

Participation in the competition for the Prize is open to nationals of developing countries who are living in such countries and who were born in 1971 or later. 

Papers submitted must be unpublished original works. They may include materials from the participant's university thesis. They should be in either English or French.  Cut-off date and contact details for paper submissions for the 2013 prize will be announced at a later date.  Watch here for more details.

Each submission will need to be accompanied by a cover letter that gives the participant's year of birth, nationality, and country of residence. The cover letter will also need to indicate if the work submitted is the result of a PhD thesis and, in the case of joint papers, the prize candidate will need to state clearly what his/her contribution to the paper is.
The papers submitted will be examined by the Cochran-Hansen Prize Committee appointed by the IASS. The decision of the Committee is final. 

The winner of the Prize will be invited to present his/her paper at the International Statistical Institute (ISI) World Congress in Hong Kong in 2013.
The author of the winning paper will receive the Cochran-Hansen Prize in the form of books and journal subscriptions to the value of about € 500, and will have reasonable travel and living expenses paid in order to present the paper at the ISI Session in Hong Kong.
